and distinction at national/international level

The followings are the few novel contributions to the field of medical science:-


(i)
The thrust area of my research is Typhoid fever & chronic typhoid carriage. I am working in this field for last 20 years. 

For the first time from India reported that-
· ​Carcinoma of gallbladder has definite association with chronic typhoid carriage (based on culture isolation of the bacterium from biliary tract specimens, Eur J Canc Prev, 1997).

· It could be further strongly supported by Vi serology in patients with gallbladder ailments and controls (Dig Dis Sci, 2000).
For the first time in the world literature that-

· Nested PCR protocol targeting fliC gene of serotype Typhi detection in blood is the most sensitive technique for diagnosis of typhoid fever (JCM, 2005).

· Nested PCR protocol targeting fliC gene of serotype Typhi detection in biliary tract specimens showed that approximately 70% of CaGB were associated with chronic typhoid carriage in Gangetic belt (JIDC, 2008).

· Chronic typhoid carriage prevalence detected by nested PCR on hepatobiliary specimens of dead bodies and Vi antibody in blood bank donors, is about 10% in the community and is 3 times more prevalent in females of age group 45-55years (Southeast Asian J of Trop and Pub Health, 2010).

· Salmonella Typhi basically lives in liver not in gallbladder in chronic typhoid carriers as detected both by PCR and isolation method (JIDC, 2010).

(ii)
Due to emerging problem of drug resistance in bacteria including superbugs,  I have recently started working on bacteriophage therapy
· We have become able to develop a phage cocktail against Pseudomonas aeruginosa and have effectively treated the septicaemia caused by multidrug resistant P. aeruginosa in burn mouse model caused by MDR strain (Patent submitted to Indian Patenting authority, 2011, project sponsored by DBT, Govt. of India).

Also we are in search of natural bioactive molecules (antimicrobial)-

· We have explored part of fruit and flower of Mallotus phillipensis (Kampilla in Indian Medicine) showing effect on cestode infection where, we are having only few safe active molecules.
